1. Welcome

3. Adoption of Minutes of the last meeting

4. Matters arising from the Minutes and Actions

5. Chair’s Report – Jessica Langford 
Since our last meeting in August, the Community Council have been busy following up issues raised at the last meeting and current projects. These will be discussed during the meeting. 

· Railings for the steps by the village hall: Contractor said they would be installed week of 3rd November.
· The Place Plan is almost ready to submit to Stirling Council. I will be applying to the Community Pride Fund for printing costs.

8. Youth Café & Play Park – Jessica Langford
The Youth Cafe is being run by Nicola Ross every Friday during term time, 7-9pm, supported by a team of 9 volunteers who help on a rota system. There is a core of 15 young people. Activities this term have included games, baking, print making, recycling. The community police officers came and talked about ‘keeping safe’ and looking after yourself. After the half term break they are going be involved in learning magic tricks with magicians from the Scottish Magic Circle, based in Glasgow.
Play Park: The Play Park is in dire need of renovation otherwise we are going to lose it.  I’m in touch with Stirling Council Land Resources and the Community Payback team and are planning a meeting onsite to decide work involved and which organisation can do what. I’m planning to apply for funding for materials; bark for under the swings and pea gravel for the boulder, plus a new gate for the pond. Vote took place, majority voted in favour to apply for funding.

9. The Triangle – Maureen Burnside
Planning dept have come back to confirm that a breach of planning control has occurred. They are carrying out further investigations into this to determine what action will be taken. I’ve came across two similar cases -  retrospective cases that were rejected. These cases have been passed onto Stirling Council. Police call it a civil matter and not a criminal one. It’s a matter for the council. 

Waiting to hear back from planning officer, should be Jan 20-26. 

10. Involving Young People – Fionna Armour
Margaret Bennie and I attended meeting with Stirling Council for all community councils. Idea behind it was to bring together council members to allow them to build relationships and network, share best practice. There were showcasing stalls, funding stalls, different departments etc. Evening had four themes - cengagement, partnership working, training support, and youth participation. We were asked to lead a discussion on Youth Café, we outlined how we set up etc, funding, volunteers and the young people that turn up to make it worthwhile. We got positive feedback from Stirling Council and other communities. We also talked about, what representation do we have across our community council, 18-30 bracket. I put a plea out for volunteers for community hub and we got an interested person. Want to put out another plea – how do we get younger members to join/engage with village.  

Suggestions included: Going to the high school and do a bit of a pitch, S5 and S6. Could consider going to Forth Valley College. Create a social media position on the council potentially? How to reach a younger audience. Duke of Edinburgh volunteering. 



11.  Local Place Plan Update – Anne Winther
 Place plan is almost finished. 
· Draft
· Need to review timetable
· Towards the end of November, hoping finalise document. We have had an extension to the deadline but should be able to make final deadline of 30 November 2025. 

We need to consider with what to do with possible areas of development that border the village, for example, the field behind Fisher Place. Some fields are within the current local development plan and some are not.

Q1 - Anne asked if she could put in the plan that we had a discussion about what constitutes a larger development – more than one property but actual process needs to be defined after the place plan. 

Q2 – How to make consistent? The map. What do we do with A and D – they are council identified. We have to challenge that they are currently in the plan as we don’t understand why they were put in the plan. Options are as follows - A and D are removed from the plan, ABCD and H have shaded area that could be for consideration or say that ABCDH are all in the plan. 

Emily McLennan suggested taking all of them out to ensure that any time a developer wants to potentially build, community would need to be consulted. 

Anne Winther – should we have an agreement in principle to say a change is required. Further assessment of what should be in and out needs to be considered. 

Next steps – Colin Mutch will talk to planners about it. Maureen will assist. That will then go out in the place plan. We need to apply for funding for printing and decide what format we want. The full report printed like the Bulletin? With a shorter/simpler version in similar format, or simpler fold out version similar to Thornhill’s? 

It was agreed we produce something similar to Thornhill, both hard copies and a digital version with QR code.

It was agreed we would print 6 copies of the drafted place plan, in bulletin format (2 copies in the coffee kiln, 2 in the community hall and 2 in the surgery). Digital copies to be available via Buchlyvie Banter Facebook page and Community Council website.


12.Community Council Business
Grant applications: Sometimes there is a very short deadline for a grant application, Jessica asked if the Community Council can go ahead with the application if agreed by email, without holding a meeting.  There was a majority vote in favour of this.

Stirling Council are conscious that Fionna Armour did not come on formally as Treasurer, therefore there is still a vacancy.  Fionna is now willing to become a full member. Once Cathy is a full member, we can co opt Fionna. Fionna is now an interim treasurer – everyone in Community Council voted in favour.


13. Any Other Business
Burn Green
Maureen Burnside confirmed that, following discussion at our last meeting regarding the wall crumbling, Stirling Council do not own that bit of land. We cannot find out who the owner is and will now apply for a grant at Stirling Council to get it fixed. 


14.Resident’s Forum
Q: Jim asked if the Community Council could ballot the whole village to ask if they want to keep as wildflower meadow.
A: Jessica stated this is not a priority at the moment. There are so many other things to do.  Emily McLennan added that whilst we are doing the place plan process, we have not had a lot of feedback on this area. Anne added that she will check comments related to the burn green. Will revisit down the line. Could ask youth café what they think. 


Q: When will the Village Hall clock be fixed?
A: Hopefully before end of month. Waiting on Stirling Council doing something about the interior.

Q: Concerns about the speed of cars going up and down Station Road with kids coming out of school. Need zebra crossing or similar.
A: Anne confirmed it’s a recommendation in the place plan. Anne confirmed that there is more law breaking in terms of speed limits since the 20mph implemented. Colin said Community Dev Trust could address this in the future. Maureen suggested contacting local councillors directly.
