3. Adoption of the Minutes of the last meeting

5. Local Place Plan Report – Anne Winther*
The purpose of this meeting is to discuss local place plan, to approve content of place plan with revisions. This is based on the caveat that there is no feedback/comments from elected members.

*See attached document. The suggested revisions contained in the document were agreed upon unanimously by all CC members.

Revisions /Discussion points

· On P19, paragraph 2 – Colin to continue to alert Stirling Council to their error via email. 

· In relation to family housing – Anne decided to check that there were indeed comments from the workshops in favour of young people and families, 5 for older people, 6 for younger people, 2 for families. Maureen stated that we meant that we wanted the ability to downsize for older residents as opposed to building housing specifically for older people. 

· Anne did put in a caveat – needs to put proper development process – what’s the point of building more family housing if children are going to other schools. If this was to change, it would be a different conversation. Needs change as time passes. Margaret suggested she did think sheltered housing would be a good idea, single story as there are large houses occupied by a single older occupant. Emily commented that its all about imaginary scenarios. Ultimately, it is important for village to be consulted at every point if there is going to be a development.

· On P25 – in the plan regarding housing for all, Emily commented that everyone wants to be consulted as and when there are plans to build/change. This should maybe be added to the recommendations.

· Views and countryside scenery are important – a resident commented that if Area A was to be a construction site, it would disturb their peace and tranquillity. This is important to mention, as in terms of list of priorities – right at top was scenery and countryside, peace and tranquillity and views. Anne will add this in to the recommendations, everyone agreed and this is approved in principle. 

· On P40, chart – To add in to revision that we deliberately did not consult with school age kids as they were involved in Imagining Buchlyvie. 

· Age groups – A 31 year old resident said they were lumped in with 40+ age group.  Emily said in Imagining Buchlyvie, ages were broken into smaller chunks. Anne doesn’t think there is much we can do here, Anne did interview different age groups and they didn’t engage too much. 

· Request for index – Anne will add in a table of contents.

· Next stage approval and wait if anything else comes in from elected members. Deadline is 28th November. 



6. AOB
· Burn Green – At last meeting a resident expressed concern that the wildlife garden went ahead without consulting community however, in 2020 there was no community council and it was during covid. We should have a discussion as this was brought up at the end of the meeting.
· Triangle/Mye Path - Colin waiting on response from enforcement office in relation to breach of planning. Maureen Burnside got a response from Stephen Bly stating that before they can move forward they need to know who owns it, if anyone.
· Speeding – There have been lot of accidents in recent weeks on A811, right on our boundary which affects our residents. Maybe ask police or council member to listen to our concerns. Signage is still incorrect as it flashes 30mph. but limit is 20mph. Colin suggested speaking with roads team in Stirling. He will send an email.
